C. Every article entered must be entirely the work of the exhibitor, except quilts and
pictures. Quilts may be hand or machine quilted by another person and pictures may be
matted/framed by another. Quilts submitted in appropriate categories may be made by a
group or completed by another.

D. Doilies or other articles of needlework should NOT be mounted on cardboard or other
material.

E. Non-Specified classes are only for items which fit in a category, but no individual class
exists.

F. Articles entered must be completely finished and ready for display.

G. Pictures must be framed or mounted and suitable for hanging on pegboard.

H. Items submitted by an exhibitor may be placed in a more suitable class or department by
the superintendent or a judge.

[.  No premium will be paid if no competition exists - a competition consists of a minimum
of three (3) or more entries in a single department class.

J.  Awards will be made according to the merits of the entry. If the judge decides an entry is
not worthy of 1st place, the judge may disqualify the entry or the judge can choose to
award 2nd place, 3rd place, or 4th place premiums, this is at the judge’s discretion.

K. Ifthere is no competition for an entry, but the judge still deems that the entry would have
been worthy of a blue ribbon it can still be considered for any Department Special
Awards.
