Goats with Caseous
Lympohadentitis (CL), Caprine Arthritis Encephalities (CAE) or any other contagious or infectious diseases,
animals exhibiting these symptoms will be asked to leave.

. All animals shown in group classes must have been shown in their regular individual age class. ANIMALS
CANNOT CROSS DIVISIONS FOR GROUP CLASSES

. Individual classes including Champion Challenge will receive premiums. Excluded are classes 7, 8, 19, 20,
29,68, 69,74, and 75.

. Awards will be made according to the merits of the animal. If no competition exists or if an animal is not
worthy of 1st premium, the judge may disqualify or award 2nd, 3rd or 4th premiums at his or her discretion.
Only one of each placing in any one class will be awarded unless otherwise specified. Where no competition
exists but the judge deems the animal worthy of a blue ribbon it can be considered for Grand Champion, NO
premium will be paid if no competition exists.
