Exhibits will be 

released on the Sunday following the Fair from 10:00 am to 4:00 pm. 

5. All sheaves exhibited must measure at least 3 inches in diameter through the middle of 

the stalk. Sheaves not meeting this measurement will not be given an award. 

6. Agriculture exhibits may not be entered in both the FFA and Open Class Division. 

7. Preparation of exhibits is listed in Extension Bulletin 406. Contact FFA Superintendent 

for copies of this publication. 

8. Entries limited to 40 exhibits per exhibitor. Quality items only will be accepted. 

Supervisors and judge will have right to refuse any items that are not of show quality.
