JUDGING:
A. Judging will be in the Red Poultry Barn at 9:00 am on Monday, September 1, 2026. Judging for the

Junior Division will be first with the Senior Division to follow. Junior Divisions will compete against all
other Junior Divisions.

In the Junior Division, the bird must by raised by the Junior Exhibitor.

The right is reserved for the judge to disqualify all unworthy entries. Each entry must be the property
of the exhibitor and must be shown in its natural condition. The judge’s decision is final.

SPECIAL DEPARTMENT RULES:

A. No one will be allowed to handle the birds except the judge, on-site vet, show committee, or its owner.
All birds must be put into cages by owner for liability reasons.

B. Signs placed in cages advertising animals for sale is prohibited. Business cards may be placed in or on
the cages.

HEALTH REGULATIONS: An exhibitor shall not enter birds exposed to or affected with any contagious
disease. All birds must be free of all parasites. No sick birds will be admitted. The superintendent or his
assistant shall be the judge on what constitutes a sick bird. NOTE: All sick birds must be immediately removed
from the barn.

BANDS: All birds should wear official seamless bands of the proper size issued by any club or organization. All
birds entered with split, oversized or missing bands will be judged as old birds.
